For gallantry in action off Zamboanga, Mindanso, Philippine Islsnds, on 1
March 1945, These officers and enlisted men wers members of the crew of a
Satalina siroraft which landed near the ememy's gun-lined shore %o pick up the
erev of 2 bomber which had been forced down at gea, Sighting the survivors on
a raft in the vicinity of 5 enemy barges armed with 20-millimeter and 50-calibder
guns, this erew calmly earried out the rescue while strafing bombers held off
the hosiile vessels. Then, learning that another bomber hed erashed 500 yards
off shore, they taxied to the position and, under irtense fire, took the crew
aboard. Although thelr plane wee being flooded through lesks caused by enemy
hita, they Saxied toward s third erew which had been foreed down and ressued
them
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By this time the after hatches were flooded with 2 fest of water and i%
became necessary %o jettlson all of the ammnition and over 400 gallens of
gasoline, After 3 attemplas, they succeeded in taking off and brought their
~ damaged and overloaded plane safely back to base. The exgeptional bravery and
outstanding devetion to duty displayed by these officers and enlisted men during
this flight exemplify the highest traditions of the United States Awrmy Air Forges.
