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15 April 1945 ELAYMATE 37 (contd)
and waited till Playmate 37 picked them up. They were brought

aboard in a state of near collapse. The searchlight picked
up the 2 remaining men and as the aircraft passed, Capt Jones
and Lt Craig threw them inflated life vests. Cap£ Jones went
immediately to the aid of the man already picked up and
carried out artificial respiration administered shock treatment.
Sgt Troyer went overside to the port wing float with a line,
He fastened his end of the line to the float while Lt Craig
in the port blister held the other end. F/0 Leonard sighted
the 2 remaining men and while directing Lt Davis to them had
the index finger of his right hand nicked by the starboard
ailrscrew, Lt Davis approached the men, now clinging to the
life vests, Lt Craig and Sgt Troyer shouted to the man to
pick up the line, The men could not. see the line but it
struck them as the aircraft went by. They poised the line
and held on till Lt Craig and Cﬁl Baumgartner hauled them
aboard., Cpl Baumgartner sank the 6 man dinghy with his pistol.
The 1 man dinghy drifted away and was lost. Lt Craig hauled
in the marine gear and made the aircraft ready for take-off,
